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Intro: 

Don’t you love any game with a challenge? Who doesn’t love a good game of four square? Instead of the traditional way of playing it, let’s step it up a notch!  We will be exploring probability while playing four square with a math twist. Win your way through probability!
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Materials Needed:

· Masking tape 
· Stop watch 

· Prizes 

· Paper and pencil for work 
· Ball 
Directions and Rules: 

We will be playing a modified game of four square. 
· First, the students will be separated into four groups. 

· As a team, they will race to answer math questions.  The first team to finish, and have the right answers will choose which “square” they want to play in. 

· All of the players will be in the zone at one time. 

· The game will be played almost like a traditional four square game. They will fight to get the ball out of their zone. 

· If the ball bounces twice in their zone or goes out of play on their “square” then they will be given a point. Similar to golf, the team with the least number of points will win the game.
