Introduction:

Directions and Rules
· Divide students and parents into groups of four.

· Distribute a worksheet to each team.

· Teams have five minutes to answer the questions.

· Once the five minutes are up, the witches and wizard will grade their worksheets.
· The team will get to pick one ingredient for every correct answer on their worksheet.

· They will mix the ingredients together to make their witches’ brew.

· The wizard will taste test all of the teams’ witches’ brews.

· The team with the best witches’ brew will win a prize.

· There will be an ultimate prize at the end for the best overall witches’ brew.
